If
necessary, a student may make an appointment to see the Program Advisor, who can review
the student’s work and academic history and can assist with setting up interviews with
appropriate firms. Students have to pass the internship program based on the specifications
of the management of the firm - pass or fail - and must submitted a summary of the entire

internship experience.
